He was born a Bradford lad and lived in the
city until about 12 years ago, when he took to
the water. No, he didn’t go teetotal, he and
his partner Michelle decided to forgo their
traditional semi and buy a narrow boat.

Phil was a graphic designer by trade and
did a lot of good work for this magazine and
the Bantam’s fanzine, City Gent, over many
years. Indeed, his regular articles under the
heading of Tales from a Narrow Boat gave
us all a flavour of their wanderings over
many parts of our canal and river network.

Phil’s main interests were remarkably
straight forward: Beer / Curry / Dogs. He and
Michelle met through a mutual love of dogs
and, for a while, lived in their semi with up to
seven of them.

He worked behind the bar at Bradford’s

Corn Dolly pub for many years. He loved
pubs.

His politics were left-leaning but he never
pushed that too far. Live and let live should
have been his motto.

Their “home” mooring was in Middlewich,
Cheshire, partly because he could get a
good wi-fi signal and, well, there are some
good pubs thereabouts.

He suffered a stroke some months ago and
obviously never recovered, his body giving
up the struggle in hospital. He and Michelle
had agreed on a Pure Cremation deal for
both of them, so there was no traditional fu-
neral as such. However, many, many people
raised a glass to him.
